


The George R. Oetgen Memorial Scholarship

The George R. Oetgen Memorial Scholarship was established in 1986 by his family, friends, students, and colleagues.  The scholarship honors the student who demonstrates a commitment to the understanding of humanity by taking additional courses beyond the College liberal arts requirement in literature, rhetoric, and composition.

The scholarship will be awarded to a student who meets the following criteria:

1.  Appreciation of the English language demonstrated by the desire to develop literacy and critical thinking as well as a sensitive understanding of, and interest in, humanity.

2.  Completion of 9 credit hours in composition and literature (English 101 & 102 included) and enrollment in at least one additional English course.

3. Demonstrated scholastic aptitude in writing and literature courses (a minimum 3.000).

The Recipient does NOT need to be an English major or minor.

Overall cumulative grade point average must be NO HIGHER than 3.3.

Financial need is not a primary consideration.

Application must be made by the student.  

****A signed letter of recommendation from an English professor

is required.  Such a letter should be sent from the faculty recommender directly to Dr. Justice-Templeton through inter-office mail.****

The scholarship is renewable.

Dr. Justice-Templeton, as the family’s designated member of the Hillsdale College faculty, will make the selection in coordination with the financial aid officer.
