	Required Dress Uniform

This is the dress uniform required for Wednesdays (Chapel Day) and any other special occasion announced by the headmaster.  The dress uniform may be worn every day.

· Long- or short-sleeved white oxford shirt with buttoned-down collar

· Academy tie (Schoolbelles #4827-57”)
· Navy blazer with logo patch
· Khaki dress slacks: no cargoes or patch pocket jeans-style pants, no gray tones or off-white. No flap pockets.
· Belt and socks must be worn with pants: need to be neutral in color and plain in design.

· Shoes: a simple, one-tone, dark leather, practical school shoe with non-skid soles and an enclosed toe and full back. (See Uniform Details)

Gym Uniform
· Gray t-shirt 

· Navy athletic shorts—no longer than knee length

· White socks 

· White gym shoes

· Gym bag

· Navy sweat suit

Grades 7-8


· Swim suit—any color

	Year Round Uniform Options Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, and Friday Only

In addition to all of the items listed under the required uniform section, the following items may be worn on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, or Friday year round.

Please note:  Boys must wear the Academy tie with the white or light blue oxford unless the shirt is worn with the navy sweater, Academy letter sweater or blazer.

· Long- or short-sleeved light blue oxford shirt with buttoned-down collar

· Academy letter sweaters
· Navy sweater with oxford shirt (see Uniform Details)

Additional Summer Options

Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, and Friday—summer only (effective beginning of school through October 31 and again upon return to class after spring break through end-of-year.)

· Long- or short-sleeved white polo shirt with logo patch
Outerwear

· Spring jacket or winter coat in any color—not to be worn inside




Uniform Details

Boys Grades 7-12
Patch, Plaid or Navy:  On Wednesdays, the dress uniform is as stated in the uniform code. On non-Wednesdays, students must be wearing something with a patch: blazer; OR plaid: tie; OR navy: (see the upper school navy blue sweater/vest option below). 

Example:  When wearing the oxford shirt with khaki pants, boys must have either a blazer or a navy blue sweater or vest over the oxford, or an Academy tie.  If the blazer or navy sweater is worn, the Academy tie becomes optional.

In order to achieve the goal of having a uniform, we ask that all uniform pieces create a “handsome, business-like appearance” as stated in the Academy handbook.  Some general guidelines follow:

1. All uniform pieces should be worn neatly.  Shirts should be tucked in and buttons should be buttoned.

2. Facial hair and body piercing is not allowed.

3. Only inconspicuous articles of clothing may be worn under the uniform pieces. No colors, prints, or designs.  

4. Specifications for the navy sweater/vest option:

	Acceptable: 
· Navy blue only

· Solid color

· Sweater knit material (i.e. cable, knit, chain-stitch, fine-gauge, ribbed, shaker style, etc.)

· Crewneck, v-neck, vest, or cardigan 

· Academy patch is optional
	Unacceptable:
· Any other shade of blue
· Colored designs, stripes, contrast piping, embellishment, logos
· Fleece, polar fleece, athletic wear, Lycra, boucle, etc.
· Oversized length extending below the hip
· Hoods

· Corporate or sports team logos, or blatant advertising




5. Shoes:  Boots, sandals, and athletic-style shoes are not permitted.  Non-skid soles and laces, if applicable, must be dark in color.

6. On casual dress days, all students should wear comfortable, school-appropriate, modest clothing. Clothes that are tight in fit or have objectionable designs are not acceptable.  No muscle shirts, sweatpants, or wind pants. Summer: no shorts or flip-flops; sandals are allowed
